Councilmember Watson moved to approve Resolution 2483. Councilmember
Minton-Davis seconded the motion.

Councilmembers Rackley and Watson said they plan to vote ‘no’ due to concerns about
the property value and potential redevelopment. Councilmember Rackley said the City
should do research to determine the property value first. Councilmember Watson said if
the property is developed it would increase congestion and access issues at the
intersection. Deputy Mayor Swatman suggested the wording could be revised to allow
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the City to retain an additional 1’ of right-of-way to prevent the property owner from
adding a driveway on Main Street.

Community Development Director Vodopich answered Councilmember Hamilton’s
questions about current zoning (R-1), access restrictions and sight-distance limitations for
driveways, and steps to rezone or redevelop a parcel. Councilmember Hamilton said even
if the owners wished to redevelop the parcel in the future, they would have to go through
the rezone process and get Council approval. He said he does not see reason for concern
and supports the proposed surplus resolution. Councilmembers McKibbin, Minton-Davis,
and Lewis agreed and spoke in support of the proposed resolution. Councilmember
Minton-Davis noted the property does not have a high value and the City is spending
money to maintain it.

Deputy Mayor Swatman noted that the resolution does not set a minimum price and
asked what the asking price might be. City Administrator Morrison said the City will not
offer the property for sale until research is done to determine the value of the land.

Resolution 2483 approved 4 — 3.
Deputy Mayor Swatman and Councilmembers
Rackley and Watson voted no.
